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Edwards Aquifer Authority Hosts Information Session

Michael De La Garza Executive Director of Communications and Development; Larry Jackson 
Executive Director of External and Regulatory Affairs; Felix Marquez Executive Director of 
Administration and Financial Services, and Chad Furl Chief Science Officer for the Threatened and 
Endangered Species Department.
